Following the lengthy previous parents’ letter, this weekend's edition is comparatively brief, but still

However, we would like to begin with a brief review of three noteworthy events that took place over the
past two weeks:

Studium Generale with former Federal Minister Christian Schmidt

In his winter lecture on Thursday last week, former Federal
Minister Christian Schmidt took his audience on a journey to the
Western Balkans and placed the situation there in its historical con-
text, but also discussed its current significance for peace in Europe
and transatlantic relations.

Admittedly, this was quite heavy going for some of the students, as
this region of Europe is rarely discussed. The content of the lecture
by the United Nations High Representative for Bosnia and Herze-
govina was also quite multi-layered and complex.

The evening thus offered a "Studium Generale" in the best sense of
the word, broadening horizons far beyond the daily news and the
subject matter taught in class.

Benefit concert LACHEN helfen e. V.

The charity concert given by the Miinster Air Force Band on Wednesday this week in aid of the
LACHEN helfen e. V. association was also a great success. It marked a small anniversary and provided
a link to the winter lecture given the previous week. It was the Balkan War in the 1990s and the
unspeakable suffering that had befallen people in Europe for the first time since 1945 that led to the
founding of the association in 1996 and, in the same year, to the first charity concert at Gaesdonck.

A cooperation between the former Reichswaldkaserne in Goch (now the Kalkar-Uedem Bundeswehr
base), the city of Goch and the Collegium Augustinianum Gaesdonck, which continues to this day.
